PERDAMAN Industries” $3.5 billion
urca-manulacturing, plant at Shotts In-
dustrial Park will have an annual ca-
pacity of more than two million ton-
nes, with most, il not all, urca
produced at the plant to be exported for
global use.

Perdaman managing director Vikas
Rambal said the project would be
Australia’s first gasification plant,

turning Collie coual into urea (lerti-
liser), and would deliver **consider-
able benelits’ 1o the South West and
the State’s cconony.
Projected annual export earnings
are expected to exceed $800 million.
GHD Pty Lid, commissioned by

Perdaman to undertake a flora and
fauna assessment of the site, said the

urea plant would be a state-ol=the-urt
facility with technology designed 1o
minimise environmental impacts.

GIID said that in some arcas the
plant would bring added value w cer-
tain environmental issues, including
carbon sequestration opportunities and
water management.

Shotts is ideally located adjacent to

coal reserves and is within close prox-
imity ol key road, rail, power, waler
and port infrastructure.

A water supply pipeline [rom Well-
ington Dam 1o the plant is proposed as
part of the project, while a storage shed
will be constructed at Bunbury Port
adjacent to Berth 5.

While heavy vehicle exhaust emis-

sions and construction dust [rom the
plant and the port have been raised as
environmental ssues, Perdaman has
received approval [rom the Federal
Department ol Invironment, Water,
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
